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Fellowship for Female Graduate Students
in Science and Technology Operating Committee
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1. Objectives

Hiroshima University has established the Fellowship for Female Graduate Students in
Science and Technology (the Fellowship) targeting female students of Master’s and
Doctorate courses from the science and technology fields. While we have seen an increase
in participation of females in the workforce, the number of successful female researchers
in the Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics (STEM) fields continues to
remain low as of today. In order to lay the foundation for developing excellent female
researchers in the STEM fields from Hiroshima University, the Fellowship will appoint
female students in Doctorate courses who are motivated to demonstrate their full potential
in the science and technology fields as the STEM Female Research Fellow. The
Fellowship will also provide the Fellows with stipends and research expenses. Moreover,
the Fellowship will appoint the second year of female students in Master’s courses who
plan to continue onto Doctorate courses at Hiroshima University as the STEM Female
Junior Research Fellow, and provide them with stipends and research expenses. This is
how the University advocates female students who aspire to be a researcher in the science
and technology fields.
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2. Details and Support Contents of the Fellowship
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If a STEM Female Junior Research Fellow continues onto a Doctorate course at
Hiroshima University, she will be automatically appointed as a STEM Female Research
Fellow. The Fellowship will continuously provide students, appointed as the STEM
Female Junior Research Fellow and the STEM Female Research Fellow, stipends and

research expenses for the period of time described below.

The applicant with a certain period of time in which she has stopped research activities
due to pregnancy, childcare, family-related and other various reasons, is encouraged to
apply. If one has the leave of absence period from the University, please consult the office

individually so the Fellowship can count the year excluding the period of the leave.
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The application of the Fellowship next fiscal year onwards (FY2022-) will only call
the application for the STEM Female Junior Research Fellow. Only when the cancellation
of the STEM Female Research Fellow is occurred due to the appointment of other
research fellowships such as Research Fellowship for Young Scientists by Japan Society
for the Promotion of Science (JSPS), which makes the position needs to be filled, will the
application for the STEM Female Research Fellow be called. Students in Doctorate
courses are strongly encouraged to apply even if a student is currently in the middle of
the leave of absence period who is planning to return to school before April 2022. Please
consult the office individually regarding the Application Categories (D1, D2, D3) of the
STEM Female Research Fellow (and in the above case, the month of beginning of the
support will be determined individually).

If a STEM Female Research Fellow needs to stop research activities due to pregnancy
and childcare, etc. within the period of appointment, the support will also stop, and the
support period will be extended after her research resumption.

Stipends: JPY 150,000/month (JPY 1,800,000/year)
(For FY2021, the appointment is in December, thus JPY 600,000 for 4 months.)
Research expenses: JPY 420,000/year
(For FY2021, the appointment is in December, thus JPY 140,000 for 4 months.)
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The Support for the STEM Female Junior Research Fellow
Stipends: JPY 75,000/month (JPY 900,000/year)
(For FY2021, the appointment is in December, thus JPY 300,000 for 4 months.)
Research expenses: JPY 240,000/year
(For FY2021, the appointment is in December, thus JPY 80,000 for 4 months.)

Is a Master’s student of Hiroshima University at the time of application, who will
continue onto a Doctorate course at Hiroshima University in April 2022.

(2) Application Category D1
Has started a Doctorate course at Hiroshima University either in April or October 2021.
*Applicant may be admitted even if she had started the Doctoral course before April

Fellow at the time of application.

(c) Is sponsored by a Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship at the time of
application.

(d) Is financially supported through scholarships/grants, etc., by their home countries
at the time of application.

(e) Is a Research Fellow of the Hiroshima University Graduate School Research
Fellowship at the time of application.

(f) Is a Next-Generation Fellow of the Program for Developing and Supporting the
Next-Generation of Innovative Researchers at Hiroshima University at the time of
application.
